College Foundation 

· 17 Foundations that support UVA- each has its own endowment

· College Foundation has a big chunk of that 

· It’s in big trouble – 30 faculty positions in next few years, 19:1 student ratio in 2012, in 1995, it was 15:1, W&M is 11:1 

· 10% of course offerings have been cut 

· Needs to raise $270 million in 18 months 

· Participation rate of giving for alumni is 7% -- no bueno 

· Want to promote giving just to college, especially to those who have never given back 

· What’s our role?

· Short-Term: 

· Enhance outreach to alumni 

· Ideas?

· Events with alumni will only include a small group of people

· Let’s tell alumni about exciting things that aren’t happening otherwise

· Dean Woo sends them out 

· Maybe have classy, nice event with alumni who might give a lot of $$? 

· Work with alumni clubs in different cities 

· Offer to work with existing people and existing events 

· Alumni centered events will probably not work 

· Abby will offer our services 

· Maybe go to DUP and chairs and try to figure out a role

· All of the academic deans are working on Alumni networks for the majors – can we get more info on this? 

· Maybe having alumni at our events would be helpful for networking through other alumni 

· We should make it more of a point to involve alums in departmental events 

· Long-Term:

· Student engagement is crucial! 

· Annual giving is a first step toward capital giving 

· Goal: build small money donors now 

· People give because they identify with the organization they’re giving to 

· How are 4th years targeted by Trustees for giving? 

· By CIOs 

· Each trustee picks 40-50 people and emails them personally 

· Three major identity groups:
· Class/year

· School (College) 

· Department/Major 

· ASC alumni database 

· Maybe start with our Facebook group 

· College ( other schools within (they can take our classes, but we can’t take theirs) 

· We lack a distinct identity or group 

· What about working with bookstore to develop “College” gear?

· What would happen if we had within college giving – to show alumni that we care too? 

· Difficult to describe what the “College” is, rather than just college 

· Name change? A&S Council?  No. 

· Emails to past majors about what that major is currently working on- great faculty, great workers, etc. 

· Not much commonality in the liberal arts experience
· Requirements don’t give us unified knowledge base 

· Required first year seminar? Commonality there? 

· They’re looking at requirements – Abby with track down Handler and get us involved in that conversation 

· Fall back option – just look at major identity, which leaves out first and second years

· Also leaves out interdisciplinary, and that’s where trend is 

· Can we group brainstorm ways to cultivate identity for larger majors? 

· Maybe center College identity through larger groups – humanities, social sciences, etc.
