· Motion passes 

Revival-Chirtravina Concert and Lecture by Ravikiran 

· Slide player

· Asking for $850

· They’re asking for the honorarium 

· Discussion: 

· Lots of money

· Who is SPICMACAY exactly? 

· Just because other organizations won’t fund their honorarium doesn’t mean that we should

· We’ve spent a lot of money on cultural events 

· Motion to deny funding:
· For: 12, Opposed: 11, Abstaining: 8 

· Motion fails 

· Motion to fund $350 fails 

· For: 12, Opposed: 7, Abstaining: 10 

· Motion for $250

· For: 24, motion passes 
Dance Committee

· Student support group for dance organization on grounds and works with dance-related CIOs

· Asking for sprung floor – total amount is $45,000 and asking for $30,000 

· Lack of dance space for classes, rehearsals, and residencies are a big problem 

· The lack of sprung floors can cause injuries

· Also a problem to schedule dance space, even for academic classes 

· Dance has more students than drama program does 

· The space has been allocated if the Dance Committee can get the floor 

· Cost is for sprung floor and money to make another room workable 

· Discussion:

· More demand than supply of space 

· Should be a University priority; not student group

· Band-aid

· Long term investment, not just food 

· Make goodwill gesture now, and have them come back to new GB of ASC for more money later 

· Motion for $2500, with the condition that future funding possible 
· For: 27, Opposed: 0, Abstaining 2

· UVA English Honor Society

· Austin Carty, writing on evolution of spiritual essay 

· $75 

· Motion to fund $75

· For: 30, Opposed: 0, Abstaining: 1 

Sustained Dialogue – Destereotype Day 

· Asking for $500 to purchase 228 t-shirts ($2.19 per shirt) 

· 9 dialogue groups of 15 students per semester; try to also have a few events that appeal to broader groups of students 

· $700 is the amount they need now 
· Discussion:

· Lots of support 

· ASC will be on the shirt 

· Motion to approve for $500
· For: 18, Opposed: 8, Abstaining: 6 

· Motion passes 

Hidden Voices: The Lives of LGBT Muslims by QSU

· $468 to fly speaker in from Atlanta

· Discussion:
· Good turnout to QSU event last year

· Their events are generally successful 

· Maybe hold off to see if the other organizations give 

· Motion to approve for $460, contingent that other orgs’ funding used first
· For: 32, Opposed: 0, Abstaining: 0 

· Motion passes 

Bike to Uganda 

· Requesting $200  - water, cups, maps/banners 

· Discussion:

· Concern that we’re funding a charity 

· Can’t say that all college students want to donate to Uganda, but not all want to go to other events either

· No academic reasons 

· Trying for faculty/student interactions 

· Unlike Haiti, not using it to recoup their expenses 

· Motion to deny funding

· For: 18, Opposed: 2, Abstaining: 11

· Motion passes 

Inkstone Magazine

· April 30th 

· Asking for $750 ($500 for food/drinks, 5 caterers) 

· 80-100 people 

· Event has been held in the past

· Discussion:

· Cool event, artistic magazine, cultural group 

· Motion to approve for $500

· For: 11, Opposed: 13, Abstaining: 8

· Motion fails 

· Discussion:

· Good event, food is really expensive

· Maybe they could change their orders 

· Motion to approve for $300 

· For: 28, Opposed: 2, Abstaining: 2 

· Motion passes 

HUGO Live – Featuring Alain Lecompte

· Asking for $557.50 to fly him to Charlottesville 

· French department 

· Could pay with it from $1450 in FSIGs 

· Motion for full funding:

· For: 27, Opposed: 2, Abstaining: 2 

· Motion passes 

S.E. Cupp – College Republicans 

· $1,000 for ½ of SE Cupp’s honorarium

· $550 from ASC, honorarium for $500, $50 for publicity 

· Attendance: 70-100

· Would attract students from the 8 conservative student groups on grounds 

· Discussion: 

· Courtney says she’s never heard about this, and she works for the National Republican Committee 

· Funding political party

· They have speakers all the time

· It’s a lot of money 

· Political agenda relevant?  Some say yes.  Some say no. 

· We just funded someone associated with a book 

· Motion to fund full amount $550
